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As the Admission process is already over, all the Students of B.P.Ed. and M.P.Ed. are directed
to attend their classes as per their Time-Table already circulated. Further, Students of B.P.Ed. and
M.P.Ed. are required to note that minimum requirement of attendance to become eligible to appear in
the Examinations is 75% and 80% respectively for B.P.Ed. and M.P.Ed.

It is in the interest of Students that they attend their classes regularly so that they may satisfy
the minimum requirement of attendance.
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
